Not for nothing is New Mexico called the Land of Enchantment. The mountains, deserts, sunsets,
and other features of the landscape have drawn visitors and settlers for generations. This collection
of twelve essays discusses not just some aspects of the land, its people, and its history, but the
effect that New Mexico had on the essayists.My favorite in this collection was the Winfield Townley
Scott essay that took the reader through the seasons month by month for a year, describing what
fall, winter, spring, and summer were like in Santa Fe. Fall is my favorite season there--1 had one of
my best vacations ever in 2003 when | visited the northern parts of the state in October.If | couldn’t
live in Texas, | would be happiest living in New Mexico.
